
What is Easy Transport?
Easy Transport is funded by the NSW and 

Commonwealth Governments to provide information to 

the community about transport options that are available 

to people aged over 65 years or who have a disability. 

The service also helps people who have trouble 

accessing public transport.

What is Community Transport?
Community Transport is a transport service for people 

living in their own home that are frail and aged 65 years 

or over or have a disability as well as carers of these 

people. These groups often have limited access to 

private car transport or have difficulty using mainstream 

public transport on their own due to mobility or 

confidence issues. Services may also be available to 

isolated people.

Where can I find Public Transport 
Information?
For people wishing to use public transport the 131 500 

Transport Infoline or www.131500.com.au can assist 

with planning ‘easy access’ journeys on trains, ferries, 

public buses and some private bus services. These 

journeys are designed to provide people traveling with 

wheelchairs, prams or luggage or who have mobility 

difficulties with travel information using only transport 

services, bus stops and rail stations that are rated as 

accessible. This means only bus services with ‘low 

floor’ vehicles or train stations with lifts rather than 

stairs would be suggested. The Transport Infoline and 

Website can also provide information about fares and 

tickets, including Pensioner Excursion Tickets and other 

concession fares.

Simply, it makes it easier to get from A to B. A travel 

trainer will work closely with you to understand your 

situation, plan your journey and accompany you on your 

trip. Professional and friendly, travel trainers understand 

and respect your needs and your independence. They 

provide you with the support and assurance to travel 

on public transport. Travel Training is a free service for 

eligible clients.

Who is Travel Training For?
Travel Training is available for independent individuals 

as well as groups, who wish to travel on public transport 

services. People need to be over 18 years of age and 

either frail aged or have a disability who are able to  

travel independently.
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Accessible Bus Services:

All Metro Bus Services use only accessible vehicles. These routes are shown  
by a red line and the route numbers start with the letter “M”. Other bus routes  
are run with both accessible and non accessible buses. To find out when 
accessible buses are scheduled to run please consult the timetable or contact 
131500 or 131500.com.au.

Accessible Train Services:

All CityRail trains are accessible using a boarding ramp. Some trains have 
designated wheelchair spaces and priority seats for less mobile passengers. 
Some stations have lift or ramp access to platforms. To find out which stations 
are accessible or to find out more about getting assistance while using CityRail
