younger people with a disability.

A driver from Hornsby Ku-ring-gai Community Transport collects clients
from their homes in a small bus. Volunteers from Ku-ring-gai Neighbour
Aid meet the bus on arrival at St. Ives and offer clients light
refreshments at the Neighbourhood Centre - a great opportunity for
socialising with fellow shoppers and volunteers. Then clients have the
opportunity to browse the shops independently or seek assistance from
volunteers if required.

On any shopping bus Wednesday, as many as 25 clients are collected
in two runs from either end of the Ku-ring-gai area. Clients spend
approximately 2 ¥ hours at St. Ives Village, and at the end of the outing
the volunteers help clients board the bus while the bus driver loads all
shopping and walking aids.

The client pick-up run is developed by Hornsby Ku-ring-gai Community
Transport to ensure clients are on the bus for the shortest length of time
possible. Ku-ring-gai Neighbour Aid takes bookings for the service and
contacts all the clients by phone with pickup times. For more information
contact Ku-ring-gai Neighbour Aid on 9988 4966.
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
