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General information on Outings

Community Transport Drivers

9 Duties: As well as driving duties the drivers will assist passengers on and off the bus
or at least supervise passengers on and off if they do not want assistance.

9 Driver Breaks: Drivers are entitled to a 30 minute break during the day. The driver
may choose to spend his/her break with the group (if invited to do so) or he/she may
choose to leave the group once the group is at their destination. It is important that
the driver has a break, please ensure when planning your day that the driver is able
to take his/her break.

91 Driver Lunch: Drivers are responsible for organising their own lunch. Some venues

provide lunch for the bus driver. Groups are not expectedt o pay for the

lunch.

Who is in charge on the day?

1 Most CT providers require that every group has a designated leader. This person is
responsi bl e for t he grandigecomtingferlallapasseagens
during the day.

1 If there is no group leader, the CT Bus Assistant or Driver is in charge.

Passenger Pick-up & Drop-off

9 Drivers can only pick-up and drop-off passengers at agreed meeting points (includes
individual passenger homes).

1 If a passenger is required to be collected from home or if there are any other special
requests, this needs to be organised through the group leader/coordinator.

Passenger Requirements

i Passengers must be capable of travelling independently — no personal assistance is
provided. If a passenger cannot manage the day independently, the passenger or
group coordinator must ensure that a carer or appropriate assistance is arranged
before the day of travel.

1 Passengers must be well enough to travel on the day. The driver has the right to
refuse to transport any passenger who he/she thinks is too unwell to travel.
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I Passengers must wear a seatbelt — if they are unable to do so they are not able to
travel by Community Transport.

1 Only one passenger is permitted per seat.

1 Passengers must remain seated whilst the bus is moving or in traffic.

1 Passengers must not talk to the bus driver whilst the vehicle is in motion.

9 If a passenger becomes unwell during the day, the driver will take appropriate action.
This may include calling an ambulance or other medical assistance. Passengers may

have to make alternate transport arrangements if they cannot complete the day with
the group.
